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What is truth?  What is truth to people in America?  What is truth to people in the World?  What is truth in the Church today?  What is truth in the school system today?  What is truth in the minds of our young people today?


We need to get a handle on this question of truth.  Truth today is not what it use to be, for our world is changing truth.  We need to wake up; we need to be aware of how the system is changing truth and how our young people are being taught truth in a far different way than we were taught.


No matter what our world expresses, no matter what our educational system tries to place into the minds of our children, truth is not relative, it is not changeable according to our own desires.  Truth as far as the Bible is concerned, as far as God is concerned is an unchangeable characteristic that is set by God Himself, no one can change it, it just is and it has been set down by God, not by a nation, a school system nor any individual.


To begin our study I would like to draw your attention to Isaiah 5:20 where we read:  “Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; who put darkness for light, and light for darkness; who put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter.”

Through the direction of the enemy as well as the twisted minds of men they take the truth and make it false, they take the false and make it truth.  They take light and make it darkness and they take darkness and make it light.  Everything is being twisted in our world today. Such twisted thinking to the basic principles of God will bring devastation and judgment into our nation.  Because of this, we who are parents need to be well informed as to what is taking place today and realize how our children are being damaged by falseness.


When one is familiar with the Bible he learns very quickly that certain things are truth.  The Bible is truth for we read in Psalm 119:151 All thy commandments are truth.”  We also read in Ephesians 1:12 that it is spoken of as the “Word of truth.” God’s Word is the foundation for truth, and no one has the right to throw out the Word of God.  God’s Word is the foundation for all the laws of our nation.  When man throws out God’s Word he than begins to put together his own truth that is always weak, flexible and immoral.  This truth is so important that in Ephesians 6:14 we are told that we should have our loins girded about with truth.


The New Testament makes it clear that God’s Son, Jesus Christ Himself is truth, and therefore once again if you throw out Christ you give yourself freedom to put together your own truth.  In John 1:14 we read: We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only, who came from the father, full of grace and truth.” We also read in John 14:6 that Christ Himself said: “I am the way the truth and the life.” You see dear ones, without God, His Son and His Word there is no truth.  Christ Himself is truth and when a nation throws our Christ as well as the Word of God as ours has done, every thing begins to crumble. At that point anyone and everyone can have their own truth therefore all that we know as our solid foundation begins to fall.


The Word of God also makes it clear that the Spirit of God is truth.  John 14:17 presents to us the Spirit of truth, while John 15:13 speaks of the Spirit guiding you into all truth.  Therefore, if we would just allow the Holy Spirit to do His work He would make sure that all of America would know and understand real truth. How can anyone miss truth when the Holy Spirit does His work?  We miss truth because we have thrown out the Holy Spirit and have given Him no place to work in our lives, homes, schools, and churches.


In John 18:37 when Christ was speaking to Pilate He clarified that He came into the world to testify to truth. Everyone who is on the side of truth listens to me.  Wow! How can it be made clearer?  Christ came to testify about the truth, to point people to truth, and anyone who does not listen to Him, have themselves, made it clear that they are not on the side of truth.  After this Pilate asks the question” “What is truth?”  Our world is still asking that question, because when you throw out God, His Word, His Son and His Holy Spirit, you just do not know what truth is.


Without question this idea of truth is very important, for it is truth that is the foundation of all things, therefore, it is truth that Satan always opposes, it the truth of God and His Word that he longs to destroy.  It was the truth of God that He began attacking in the garden as he stated: “Ye shall not surely die” even though God had said you will die.  In John 8:44 we learn that Satan is spoken of as a murderer, as a father of lies as one who will not hold to the truth.  So the enemy opposing truth is nothing new and he in this world that does not believe in truth is the one who is simply a result of Satan’s work.  It is essential that Christian young people who attend school in the secular school system understand these things and that they ever safeguard their minds from the falseness of what they are taught.  They must realize that not accepting the truth of God can suck you right into the place where Satan wants you to be.


Along with this, in Romans 1:18 we read something very important concerning a serious problem of men who are far from God, for there we read: “The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress or hold back the truth by their wickedness.”

If ever that is a verse that not only expresses what we are speaking of but also what we are presently experiencing in our world it is this one.  We live when wicked men are actually suppressing and holding back the truth from being given.  These are men who perhaps even know the truth of God but who refuse to allow it to be given because of their own wickedness.  Perhaps more than any other time in history we live when truth is being suppressed.  2 Timothy 3:8 speaks of those who oppose the truth, men who were of depraved minds, and who as far as the faith was concerned are rejected.  I wonder how many depraved and rejected men there are in our world today?

The sad part of this is what we also see in verse 25 of Romans 1, for there we read:  “They exchanged or changed the truth of god for a lie.” There it is as clear as God can make it, a verse that reveals how we got to where we are in this country: “we have changed the truth of God for a lie.” And it is destroying our kids, our homes, our churches, and our nation.  If you have accepted the lie of the enemy rather than the truth of God than it is time for you to recognize it and ask the Lord to forgive you and to bring you into His truth.


The truth of God has to be allowed to take its rightful position, it has to be presented and therefore God in His gracious mercy still gives to us men who will stand for God and present His truth. Men who faithfully, year after year in little ministries all over this country give His Word, and present His truth.

Because of this we read of Paul in 2 Corinthians 4:2, that he would “set forth the truth plainly, that he would not distort the truth of God and he would not use the Word improperly for personal gain.” You see, Paul knew all those years ago that the truth of God’s Word had to be given; it was a must if the foundations of the Gospel would remain, and if it was true then, it most certainly is true today.  He also said in 2 Timothy 2:15 how important it was to correctly handle the Word of truth. You cannot misuse it, you cannot twist it or incorrectly present the truth of God’s Word, and it must be handled, studied and presented correctly.


In 2 Timothy 3:7 we read a verse that hits our nation as well as our school system right between they eyes:  “Ever learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.”  Could also be said: “That they are never able to acknowledge the truth.”


In the Book of Daniel in 8:12 there is a verse that is perhaps difficult to understand but which has attached to it a very serious truth that we are seeing take place today for we read:  “Because of rebellion, the host of the saints, and the daily sacrifice were given over to it.  It prospered in everything it did, and truth was thrown to the ground.”
Though we may not fully understand this verse we can certainly see that truth is being thrown to the ground in our nation today.
